Grounding the debate is broader ethical and moral imperatives, the aim of the workshop will be to query the modern implications of the issue from interdisciplinary perspectives for the contemporary European debate on memory and historic justice, the limits of freedom of expression and cultural and participatory rights and on EU accession and future enlargement.

1.      Perspectives on memory and historic justice in the shadow of Europe’s darker legacies and its future: Between recognition, reconciliation and democracy
